Another way to beat the
Summer Slump is to take a
moment to lay out your
goals for the next few
months. The changing sea-
sons have an affect on peo-
ples’ mindset and lives. You
feel more energetic, or
you're tired of sitting
around—did plenty of that
during the winter—so you
wanna go, go, go! Channel
that energy. Set daily word
count goals, or weekly ones.
“Page count” goals work for
anyone editing instead of

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A Sneak Peak at our 2015 Keynote Speaker: 1es Edgerton

Les Edgerton is the author of eight books, in-
cluding the story collection, Monday’s Mea/ and the
writet’s how-to, Finding Your Voice., and Hooked:
Werite Fiction That Grabs Readers at Page One and
Never Lets Them Go.

Les was born in Odessa, Texas, and grew up in
a variety of places, mostly in Freeport, Texas and
in and around South Bend, Indiana. Until he was
in his forties, Les never lived more than two-three
years in one place. He’s settled down now, having
lived in Ft. Wayne, IN for the past 20 years with
his wife Mary and son Mike. He has two daugh-
ters—DBritney Robinson who recently married Ray
Robinson, and Sienna, married to Jason Cox. Sien-
na and Jason have given him his first grandchild,
the ornery and cute-as-hell Logan.
